Craig Dykers has worked in Texas and California
and was co-founder of Snghetta as an integrated architecture, landscape and
interior design office, first in Oslo, Norway in 1989, and later in New York City

in 2004. He has worked with the design of several prominent cultural projects,
including the Alexandria Library in Egypt, the Norwegian Opera and Ballet in
Oslo, and the National September 11 Memorial Museum Pavilion at the World
Trade Center site. Other projects include the Lillehammer Olympic Art Museum,
the Norwegian Embassy in Berlin, the extension to the San Francisco Museum
of Modern Art and the redesign of Times Square . Dykers has lectured widely

Gathered
through time, this group shares an environment created from an iterative
process, where ideas are explored through the production of large-scale
mock-ups, models, material studies, sketches and drawings. Here projects are
developed through careful consideration of place and a practice that draws
from traditional skills, local building techniques, materials, and an ingenuity
arising from limited resources. The studio has built installations in the Victoria
& Albert Museum and at the XII Venice Biennale, where the installation "Work-
Place” was awarded a Special Mention. Their work has been widely published
and presented in important venues such as the Alvar Alto Symposium and

the Architectural League of New York. They were finalists in the Agha Kahn
Awards 2010 cycle, received the Global Award for Sustainable Architecture from
L'Institut Francais D"Architecture (2009) and the Design for Asia Award from
the Hong Kong Design Centre (2009/2007).
